MOTION FOR FURLOUGH


On the 7th day of January, 2002, came the defendant, by counsel from the Public Defender Office, Diana K. Panucci, upon motion to the Court to allow the defendant a furlough so that he may be with his wife and care for their 10 year old daughter during his wife’s surgery and recuperation.  The defendant requests: 

1. That the South Central Regional Jail temporarily release the defendant to allow him to attend his wife’s knee surgery scheduled for January 15, 2002, at 1:30 p.m.  His wife, XXXX XXXX, has the knee surgery scheduled at Charleston General Hospital to be performed by Dr. David Ede (phone—343-4691).  She needs her husband to be released during this time in case of an emergency during the surgery; further, she needs her husband to help care for their 10 year old daughter while she is recovering.  She also needs Mr. XXXX to take her home after the surgery is completed and states to counsel that she has no other family or persons to rely on during this time.

2. Because his wife’s surgery is scheduled to begin at 1:30 p.m. on January 15, 2002, the defendant requests that he be temporarily released from the South Central Regional Jail on the morning of January 15, and be allowed to remain out on furlough for the following two weeks while his wife is recuperating. Alternatively, the defendant requests that he be released on the morning of January 15, 2002 and return after his wife’s surgery and after he takes her home.  

3. The defendant’s wife, XXXX XXXX, informed counsel she would be sending the Court a letter outlining the necessity that Mr. XXXX be out of jail during her surgery.

4. The defendant was previously sentenced by this Court to a one-year sentence at the South Central Regional Jail with work release.
